T he CAT Board members have been discussing a number 

of ideas for providing some type of hands-on turning op-

portunity for CAT members.  We initially thought about using 

one of the regular meeting dates for a hands-on session, but 

have more or less come to the conclusion that this might not be 

the best idea for several reasons, including that our meeting 

time is somewhat limited and the logistics of setting up multiple 

lathes at BRNC are not trivial. However, we are interested in getting member feedback 

about this or any of these ideas, so we can understand the level of interest. 

 

 We would like to consider organizing a hands-on session outside of a regular 

meeting time, perhaps on a Saturday at one of our member shops where there's 

enough room to have several lathes set up, which could be done in advance, and we 

would have more flexibility for what activities can be handled.  The idea of these ses-

sions would be that anybody who is an AAW member, and CAT member, could come 

with their questions or their interest in some project, and we will have some more ex-

perienced folks available to help answer questions or show how to do 

"whatever".  CAW holds two "skills enhancement" sessions as they call them twice a 

month, and this is a similar idea that we hope would be of interest to any of the CAT 

members, regardless of your skill or experience level.  If there are CAT members who 

have not purchased a lathe yet, this is a great opportunity to do some actual turning. 

 

 Once we determine that there is sufficient inter-

est from the members for organizing this kind of an ac-

tivity, we will work out the various alternatives and pos-

sibilities, but first we need to get feedback from the 

members.

Proper Mulching Techniques 
 

Benefits of Proper Mulching  

*Helps maintain soil moisture. Evaporation is reduced, and the need for watering can 

be minimized.* 

*Helps control weeds.  A 2”-4” layer of mulch will reduce the germination and growth of 

weeds.* 

*Insulation.  Mulch keeps soils warmer in the winter and cooler in the summer.*  

*Improved quality of soil.  Many types of mulch can improve soil aeration and structure 

and can improve drainage.* 

*Some types of mulch can improve soil fertility.* 

*A layer of mulch can help inhibit some types of plant disease.* 

*Helps facilitate lawn maintenance and reduce the risk of mechanical damage from 

weed-whips or lawn mowers.* 

 

Trees growing in a natural forest environment have their roots anchored in a rich, well-

aerated soil full of essential nutrients.  The soil is blanketed by leaves and organic ma-

terials that replenish nutrients and provide an optimal environment for root growth and 

mineral uptake.  Urban landscapes, however, are typically a much harsher environ-

ment with poor soils, little organic matter, and large fluctuations in temperature and 

moisture.  Applying a 2”-4” layer of mulch can help mimic a more natural environment 

and improve plant health.  The roots of most trees can extend to a width of 2-3 times 

the diameter of the canopy of the tree.  Additionally, most of the fine, nutrient and 

moisture absorbing roots are located in the top few inches of the soil.

These roots require oxygen and moisture to survive. A thin layer of mulch, applied as 

broadly as practical, can improve the soil structure, oxygen levels, temperature, and 

moisture availability where these roots grow. 

 

Not too much!!  

As beneficial as mulch is, too much can be harmful.  The generally recommended 

depth is 2”-4”.  Unfortunately, Virginia landscapes are falling victim to a plague of over-

mulching.  A new term, „mulch volcanoes,‟ has emerged to describe mulch that has 

been piled up around the base of trees.  Most organic mulches must be replenished, 

but the amount of replenishment required depends upon the rate of mulch decomposi-

tion within your landscape.  Thoroughly inspect your mulch beds to ensure that you 

maintain only a 2”-4” level around your trees and shrubs. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

Proper Mulching  

*Rake the old mulch to break up any matted layers prior to adding new mulch.* 

*Keep mulch back a minimum of 2” from the trunks of trees and shrubs* 

*Use a well aerated and composted organic mulch to help improve soil conditions. 

Avoid sour-smelling mulch!* 

*Composted wood chips that contain leaves and bark make great mulch.* 

*Mulch a 2”-4” layer out to the drip-line of the tree, or farther if practical.*
