Demonstration, Bill Autry

His demonstration focused on two such production methods: inside-out turning and turning twists.
Inside-out Turning

The general.idea is to turn the stave three times, using the same slant between the head-

stock and the tailstock but moving the points attached to the headstock and tailstock. See the attach-

ment.

Bill showed vyni subedldft- pnd nghtutwist comporferts in the middle of a pair of can-
dlesticks.

Twisting
The idea here is turning eccentrically to make a piece that has twisting sides. This is realized by

marking each end of a stave with a centerpoint, a circle well in from the edges (so that a 4-
drive still has room to grip the end), and three drive points equally divided around the circle.

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What I’ve Learned - Month 18

Jeff Greene

J]’anuary has been a very productive month as my workshop is finally finished. I roughed out
5 bowls, finished a salt & pepper set and another martini shaker just this past Saturday. It’s
sooo nice having room and a full size lathe! I’m really enjoying my new Powermatic, although
it did scare me a little. I had it dancing around the shop while turning a deceptively lopsided
piece of cherry. I was surprise to see this 7001bs plus machine moving so much. Oh well, no
harm done, and you know what; I needed to paint the floor under it anyway ;-). The real ques-
tion; is who’s going to help me move it back after I paint the floor?

I’ve been experimenting with different finishes this month. My mahogany peppermill
was finished with two coats of polygel as a base; followed with two coats of amber shellac; and
finally buffed using the Beall buffing system. The amber shellac really works well on dark
woods, and is especially nice on mahogany. I was worried the shellac wouldn’t work over the
Polygel, because I read you shouldn’t put polyGel over shellac. However, after not being able
to find anything saying you shouldn’t put shellac over polyGel, I decided to give it a shot, and
it seemed to work just fine. I’m not sure it’s any better than just multiple coats of shellac, but

my theory was that the polygel would fill in the pores of the open grain mahogany better.

As a follow up to my last posting, the lighting I selected for the shop (10 fixtures with 2 60w
5000k bulbs) wasn’t over kill at all. However, I will tell you that after working in the shop for
a while the navigation back to the house in the dark gives you a new appreciation for the blind.

Wow its dark in Philomont!

Well, I find I’'m being distracted by the AFC Championship, so I think that will be it for me

this month.
