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The Presidentôs Page 

J une is here and that means the long awaited visit from Bob Rosand.  I've heard nothing but 

good things about Bob and his teaching woodturning to both expert and beginners alike.  No 

matter what your skill level, I'm sure everyone will get something out of this monthôs demo. 

  

 Bill Fowkesô demo last month with his ñturning trees out of treesò was to me the best 

demo we have had this year.  Aside from the fact that he turned some beautiful art, I think he 

showed just how simple woodturning can be if you keep it simple.  He doesn't need any exotic 

tools, and he turns his pieces without special jigs or aids.  A few simple gouges and a few old 

pieces of wood for a jam chuck is all he needs.  I've said before, I don't mind sanding, and in 

fact I even enjoy it sometime, but Bill's process of making trees practically takes sanding out of 

the equation.  We only saw the turning aspect of his work and I'm sure the carving process is a 

lot more complicated, but I think there is something to be said about keeping things simple. 

  

 Congratulations to Ralph Redman for winning the May "Bring Back" raffle which was 

a beautiful purple heart and maple Kaleidoscope made by Roy Aber.  Over the last couple years 

I've watched as Ralph would bring in pieces to show and tell.  Step by step his pieces are get-

ting better and better to the point where I'm really looking forward to seeing what he'll "bring 

back" this month.   

 

 I want to say something about safety this month. There've been a least six cases of 

serious injury this year alone and one death. A Yale University gal got her hair caught in a 

lathe.  I'm sure she knew about the dangers that hair and clothing can cause. Another accident 

involved a bowl coming off the lathe resulting in a fractured skull, despite the turner wearing a 

face shield.  There is a women from the south who was also injured wearing a face shield.  Her 

injuries included eye, brain, and a fractured skull.  Another guy fractured both his upper and 

lower jaws.  An 18" Hickory bowl shattered while he was doing his finish cuts.  He too was 

wearing a face shield, and he believes the shield may have even saved his life.  He'll be on a 

liquid diet for six weeks, and although we could all stand to lose some weight, that's not the 

way to do it.  In almost every case, the injured person was wearing a face shield and sustained 

lesser injuries than they would have if they had not been wearing their face shields. Moral to 

the story -- get a face shield and wear it.       (continued on page 3)

But, there's also another lesson to be learned from this. Just because youôre wearing a face 

shield, it doesn't mean youôre invincible.  Stop and check your wood from time to time for 

cracks.  Double / triple check your chuck, and check that the screws in the face plate are still 

tight.  Stop and look at where youôre standing.   Can you position yourself out of the line of fire 

if something does happen?  Keep your workspace clean!  I hate to stop working to sweep up, 

but I hate tripping over a pile of shavings even more.  Think about what you would do in case 

of emergency. Do you have any way to get help from family or neighbors?  What would hap-

pen if you were knocked unconscious?  It seems that all the people who have been injured were 

using precautions, but still -- it happens and as long as we live we'll still have accidents.  Letôs 

be careful!!! 

  

One last thing, 80% of the worldôs forests are already gone.
